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Introduction

Home businesses are one of the important parts of the economy of countries to deal with poverty and deprivation
(Reuschke & Mason, 2020; Mohamed & van Ham, 2022). In this regard, public institutions also try to play an effective
role in the development of this sector with their support (Roodgarnejad & Kia Kojouri, 2009). One of the widespread
popular organizations in Iran is the Basij Sazandegi Organization, which, according to its inherent duty, tries to create
value in this field. Due to the need to pay attention to home businesses to eliminate poverty and deprivation, it is necessary
to pay attention to factors and variables that can be effective in the development and growth of home businesses
(Alhothali, 2020). Therefore, the study of public institutions that can be effective in the development of home businesses
becomes necessary. Since the Basij Sazandegi Organization, as a grassroots organization, mainly seeks to empower and
serve the needy people (Fallah & Jamipour, 2021), the owners of small and home businesses are the priority to receive
these supports; But what and how these supports, which are the value creation of the Basij organization in the field of
home businesses, must be deeply and scrutinized. Reviewing the literature and research background on the role of public
institutions at home businesses, especially Basij Sazandegi Organization, shows that there is a scientific gap and a research
gap. Therefore, the current research was conducted to identify the antecedents of value creation of Basij Sazandegi
Organization in the development of home businesses.

Research Methodology
The current research is practical in terms of purpose, qualitative in terms of data analysis (Silverman, 2020) and it is
survey research in terms of data collection. To collect information in the main part of the research and measure the
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research variables, semi-structured interviews with experts have been used. The statistical population of the research is a
group of people, events, or virtual or real objects. According to the topic of this research, the people who have felt and
experienced the phenomenon under study were selected. The statistical population includes experts, managers, and
experts of Basij in the field of home businesses as well as activists covered by the Basij Sazandegi organization in the
field of home businesses with at least 5 years of work experience. In this research, the snowball sampling method was
used. The data has reached the saturation stage in the interview with the 12th person. In line with the validity and reliability
of the research tool, the interviews were carefully recorded and fully transcribed with the permission of the participants
(Kortesluoma et al., 2003). Also, to further ensure the validity of the interviews, after coding, some qualified experts who
had the necessary ability and competence were asked to review and comment on the constructed concepts and finally, the
interviews were conducted by a person familiar with the research literature. The resulting data were conceptualized using
the thematic analysis technique, and 178 propositions were labeled with 66 basic themes, 11 organizing themes, and 5
global themes.

Findings

The results of the research show that the main value-creating antecedents of the Basij Sazandegi organization in the
development of home businesses include global themes of multilateral development, infrastructural empowerment,
development of self-confidence and self-reliance, community-oriented capacity building, and development of the
employment ecosystem. One of the effective tools for the value creation of Basij Sazandegi organization in the
development of home businesses is multilateral development, which includes jihadi culturalization, social development,
and economic development. Jihadi culturalization seeks to strengthen the culture and sense of work and participation of
members to create employment in the family with the thought of jihadi work. Social development seeks to support the
strengthening of family cohesion, help the independence of families, and help disadvantaged and vulnerable people. Basij
Sazandegi organization measures in economic development are also realized by supporting local employment, helping
people with self-employment, and stimulating economic development. Next, it is necessary to pay attention to the
improvement of the technological infrastructure, which includes the development of the use of new technologies and
digital platforms (Andini et al., 2022) for value creation. Also, the development of self-belief and self-reliance can be
effective in the value creation of Basij, which includes individual empowerment and skill training that deals with factors
such as strengthening commitment in people, training and nurturing a specialized workforce and transferring work
experience to people. In addition, social capacity building and the development of the employment ecosystem are also
effective in value creation, which includes team-oriented clustering, promoting cooperation, income development,
financial support, and creating a knowledge platform. In this regard, attention should be paid to increasing interactions
between home businesses, developing cooperation with executive bodies, benefiting from participation, giving cash
assistance to home businesses, and providing low-interest loans.

Discussion and Conclusion

The value-creating antecedents of the Basij Sazandegi Organization in the development of home businesses can be
classified into three categories, whose dynamic interaction with each other can lead to a kind of joint development. The
first category is called jihadi culture. With the expansion of these types of businesses, the culture of working in the family
develops. If we pay attention to the role of mothers in the family and their responsibilities in the growth and upbringing
of children, home businesses will reduce the social costs caused by the distance of parents from their children by creating
the capacity to earn money for mothers. The second category is called social development. Setting up home businesses
plays a big role in reducing traffic and air pollution due to being based in the place of residence. The third category is
called economic development. Home businesses have become one of the vital economic sectors of advanced countries in
terms of job creation, entrepreneurship, and innovation in product or service supply. Therefore, to eliminate poverty and
provide the necessary platforms for the development of home businesses, it is suggested that the Basij Sazandegi
Organization should promote the culture of homework, teach new marketing methods, encourage successful home
businesses, encourage government agencies to purchase the products of these businesses, create product supply networks,
provide financial support, establish growth centers and advise home businesses, support the formation of cooperatives by
the families who own these businesses, hold training courses and provide permanent exhibitions.
